The world has changed and our culture 
has changed, and churches of all denominations face declin-
ing membership and waning enthusiasm for an institution 
that seems to want little more than to persist and pay its 
bills. 
 
God is calling the Church to do so much more than simply 
keep the Church going! God has planted the Church in the 
middle of a weary and broken world that strains and aches 
to hear a transforming word of Good News. The Church is

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Introducing Old Testament History 
The Journey Continues 

 
Beginning Wednesday, June 2nd, from 6:00 to 7:00 p.m., and continuing each Wednesday into Septem-

ber, David Mellichamp will lead the open study, started last summer, of an introduction to history of the Old 
Testament.  The primary purpose of this study is to better understand the basis of our beliefs and practices, and 
to better understand the New Testament which is filled with references to the Old Testament, the lessons that it 
can teach, to better understand ourselves and others around us, why we do what we do, and to live more se-
cure and happier lives in this world and the next.  To grow in our faith and our relationship to God and those 
with whom we share this life. 
 

God has moved in a unique way within the development of a particular people, so that, at a later time, He 
might speak meaningfully in the person of Jesus Christ.  Consequently, the greater the understanding of the Old 
Testament, the fuller the appreciation of the incarnation of Christ and the more profound the understanding of 
the New Testament.  Further, the study of Old Testament history adds an appreciation of life through the dra-
matic impression it has made on the life of humankind, becoming a significant part of our culture.  Through this 
study we gain a greater understanding into the development of a religion and insight into the persons and ac-
tions at the beginning of the religion and the significance of these.  For the Christian, the old covenant scrip-
tures of the Old Testament have heightened value as the grasp of them deepens faith.  They are the inspired 
works through which we come to know the redemptive purpose of God. 
 

This course of study is a different kind of bible study in that the basic perspective is historical, with mat-
ters of biblical interpretation, archaeology, and literary criticism being included to clarify the literary reflection 
of the historical development of a people and a religion.

Whether you choose to attend the entire course or only portions, it is hoped that this introduction will stimulate 
those who participate, even if only on occasion, an intense interest in the Old Testament leading them to more in-depth 
studies in this portion of the Holy Scriptures, and a greater understanding of their beliefs and faith.
